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SCHOLARSHIP PURPOSE STATEMENT

The Janet & John Rehman Scholarship is a one-year (two successive academic terms/semesters) tuition-only award. The recipient(s) will be a fourth-year college/university student (senior status), whose baccalaureate degree will be in a “helping” profession. A helping career is defined as education, social work, healthcare, or related field. The intent of The Rehman Scholarship is to relieve the recipient from a volume of work typically undertaken for the payment of tuition and obligations.
ABOUT THE REHMANS
Janet and John Rehman helped students in grade levels ranging from pre-school through adult during their thirty-five-year careers in education. Both began as teachers, then progressed to counseling (Janet) and school administration (John). For ten of those years, the Rehmans were employed at prestigious American-based International Schools in The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. 
Janet received a B.S. in Education from The University of Akron and an M.A. in Guidance and Counseling from Murray (KY} State University. John earned both B.S. and M.A. degrees from Murray State.
Regarding the decision to support college seniors, the Rehmans said, “In their final collegiate year, most students are encumbered with practicums and field experiences in addition to intense studies. Hopefully, our scholarship will help ease the stress of their already taxing obligations.” 

CRITERIA

Candidate(s)
· Must be a Barberton High School graduate who attended a minimum of two years at Barberton High School.
· Entering the fourth year (senior status) of coursework pursuant to completion of a baccalaureate degree.
· Pursuing a baccalaureate degree in a "helping" profession; education, healthcare professional, or social work, (not pre-professional degrees.)
· May not be in a pre-professional academic program not resulting in a baccalaureate degree.

· Prove financial need. Candidates must show evidence of self-provided tuition to 50% of accrued tuition for all previous higher education. (Tuition provided/covered by the student, family, scholarships and/or loans.)  Acceptable documentation may include, but not be limited to, financial aid information contained in the FAFSA Form, previous tuition payment receipts, or similar methodology currently being utilized.
· Candidates must provide a maximum 500 word essay explaining why you chose your area of study for your career path and what you envision yourself doing professionally and personally in the next ten years.
